DIVISION B (TAX CUTS & OTHER PROVISIONS)
Title I—Tax Provisions
· $145,000,000,000 “Making Work Pay” tax credit: Workers pay $500 less a year in payroll taxes (FICA) if an individual makes $75,000 or less/$150,000 or less for couples.  Workers making above that would see a reduced credit.  Individuals making above $100,000 and couples earning above $200,000 would not see a credit.

· $20,000,000,000 renewable energy tax credits
· $22,000,000,000 for school construction bond credits

· $25,000,000,000 for economically distressed recovery zone bond credits

*All tax cuts expire at the end of 2010

Title II—Unemployment Compensation

· $38,000,000,000 to extend unemployment benefits through December 31, 2009, increases the weekly benefit for beneficiaries by $25, and provides $7.5 billion worth of incentive payments for states to extend unemployment insurance beyond current recipients.  

Title III—COBRA Benefits
· $30,300,000,000 to extend COBRA to the uninsured beyond the 18 months currently permitted in law.  

Title IV—Health IT

· $20,000,000,000 to promote and implement a national health records system.
Title V—Medicaid Provisions

· $87,000,000,000 to states increasing share of Medicaid costs the Federal government reimburses all states by 4.9%.
Title VI—Broadband 

· Establishes a grant program focused on providing “basic” broadband service to underserved areas and 75% for providing “advanced” broadband service to eligible areas.
Title VII – Energy

· $500,000,000 to prioritize renewable fuels commercial technology projects for electric power transmission projects
· Raises eligibility to participate in the Weatherization Assistance Program from 150% to 200% of federal poverty limit and increases the maximum allowance from $2,500 to $5,000.
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
